	Speaks haltingly, with long pauses. Memorize only half of the sentences.
	Errors in pronunciation and intonation impede communication;

Voice is low and audience members have difficulty hearing presentation.

	Incomplete – provides little of the information required or fails to complete the assignment. 
	The message is so disorganized you cannot understand most of the message.
	Errors in structures and vocabulary are pervasive and distort the meaning and prevent effective communication
	Constant hesitations. Memorize less than half of the story and need to use paper to read.
	Extreme problems with pronunciation cause communication break down; the student mumbles and speaks too quietly.
